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The Eden Westside School of Biblical Studies shall exist as a Seminary Extension 
Center relating itself to the Southern Baptist Convention as established in 1950 as the 
Seminary Extension Department. As such, this center shall exist to compliment and to 
supplement the teaching and outreach ministry of the local church. Matthew 28:16-20, 
Acts 1:8, II Timothy 2:15, Romans 1:14-15, II Timothy 4:1-2 and other passages of 
Scripture describe the ministry of the church and of the preaching and study of God’s 
Word.

Primarily, this ministry of Eden Westside Baptist Church shall seek to help the licensed 
and/or ordained minister as well as lay people, to further prepare himself through 
planned, purposeful studies of God’s Word, the Holy Bible, as taught and led by a quali-
fied teacher committed to extending the kingdom of God through dedicated, committed 
ministers and lay people who will commit themselves to:
